 Describe the operation of computers.

 Describe propulsion units, types and configurations.

 Understand power supply, redundancy and
management.

 Practice communication and watch handover
procedures.

Navigators, users of DP systems or persons who would 
like to become familiar with DP system.

II/1 - II/2 - II/3 Deck or Regulation III/1 – III /2 – III/3
Engine or Regulation III/6 ETO; or

 Official approval form the Nautical Institute to attend
the course for Marine Vocational Qualification; or

 The proof that the DP Candidate are on STCW training
for Officer Trainees.
