hull and marine engineering surveys.
e Understand the cargo surveys, the causes of cargo
damage and marine cargo claims.
e Explain the tasks of the marine surveyor in relation to
specific types of marine surveys.
e Understand the international maritime laws and
conventions.

The course is open to all persons-having interest to learn
about marine 'surveying, regardless of years of sea
service, age or experience in marine surveying. No
restrictions of nationality or employment shall apply.
