of marine cargo surveyor.

e OQutline the types of cargo surveys performed by the
marine cargo surveyor.

e Understanding the considerations in writing the
reports.

e Demonstrate the understanding of the properties of
cargoes transported on board vessels.

e Recognize the types and role of evidence collected
for a specific cargo/damage/claim.

e Understand the causes of cargo damage and claims
involved.

e Understand the procedures and importance for
sampling of bulk cargoes.

e Understand the importance .of ship cargoworthy and
the claims involved.

The course is opento.all persons having interest to learn
about marine cargo surveying, regardless of years of sea
service, age or experience in marine cargo surveying. No
restrictions»of nationality, gender or employment shall
apply.
